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Description

After you have established your Field Connection Point (FCP) and have received the Final Alternate Point of Termination (APOT) form, you can reclassify your spare terminations.  In this situation, Qwest will reclassify your spare terminations and create a new APOT detailing the revised cable name, cable count, and cable gauge.  Your spare FCP terminations can be reclassified to terminations for any of the following Qwest sub-loops:

· Sub-Loop–DS1 Capable Unbundled Feeder Loop (UFL) - Requires one termination per end-user
· Sub-Loop–2-Wire or 4-Wire Unbundled Distribution Loop (UDL) - Requires one termination per end-user
· Shared Distribution Loop - Requires two terminations per end-user
Terms and Conditions 

The following terms and conditions apply to reclassification of spare FCP terminations:

· You must have provisions for reclassification of spare FCP terminations in your Interconnection Agreement.  If you do not have provisions in your Interconnection Agreement and would like to initiate the process, contact your Qwest Account Executive.  Information about Qwest Account Executives is available at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/clecs/accountmanagers.html.
· The FCP must be established and you must have Final APOT from the Qwest engineering job, which established the FCP.

· Only spare terminations qualify for reclassification.  A spare termination is a termination that you own that is not in use.

· One termination is required for UDL and one for UFL.

· Two terminations are required for Shared Distribution Loop: Voice-side termination (to the splitter) and voice+data-side termination (from the splitter).

· If you request the reclassification of more terminations than you have spare, your application will be rejected, you will be notified by email and your request will be placed on hold.  The maximum time for a hold is 60 calendar days.  On the 61st day, the FCP reclassification request will be cancelled, and you will be charged all applicable fees.

Applications

FCP provides you the flexibility to access different sub-loop elements by reclassifying your spare terminations.  The following is a common example associated with reclassification of spare FCP terminations: 

You want to reclassify some of your spare FCP terminations.  You have an established FCP with 100 terminations; 40 terminations are spare UDL terminations.  You would like to provide voice and data to 20 end-users.  You submit a FCP Application form requesting that Qwest reclassify your 40 spare UDL terminations to 40 spare Shared Distribution Loop terminations.  Because Shared Distribution Loop requires 2 terminations per end-user (one assignable pair on the new APOT is equal to 2 terminations) and you are reclassifying 40 terminations, you will be able to provide Shared Distribution Loop to the 20 end-users (on 20 assignable pairs) once the reclassification is complete.
Ordering
To initiate the reclassification process, complete the FCP Request Application form. Indicate that you wish to reclassify your spare terminations.  You are required to enter all of the information located in the Reclassification section of the form.  You can access the order form from the Ordering section of the FCP web page.

You are required to provide the existing termination information for each termination that you want to reclassify.  The termination information is provided to you on the Final APOT form upon completion of the FCP. 

Submit the complete and accurate FCP Request Application form to rfsmet@qwest.com.  Additionally, you will need to send a copy of the completed application form to your Qwest Wholesale Collocation Project Manager.  To identify your Qwest Wholesale Collocation Project Manager, submit an email to colo@qwest.com.  If a Qwest Wholesale Collocation Project Manager has not been assigned to work with you, one will be assigned.
