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Description

The Colorado Sub-Loop Reservation Process allows you, if you are purchasing a Field Connection Point (FCP), to reserve Sub-Loops while your FCP is being constructed.

Availability

Sub-Loop reservation is only available in Colorado.

Terms and Conditions 

· You will need to have provisions for the Reservation Process in your Interconnection Agreement.  If you would like to have contract language added to your agreement, contact your Sales Executive.  For Sales Executive information, refer to the Account Team /Sales Executives & Service Managers web page at http://www.centurylink.com/wholesale/clecs/accountmanagers.html.
· You must state that you wish to reserve Sub-Loops on your FCP application.
· If the FCP is feasible, CenturyLink will reserve the requested Sub-Loop(s).  However, if the FCP is not feasible, CenturyLink will not reserve the requested Sub-Loop(s).
· The following Sub-Loop elements are available for reservation:

· Unbundled Feeder Loop (UFL)
·  DS1 Capable 

· Unbundled Distribution Loop (UDL)
· 2-Wire 

· 2-Wire Non-Loaded 

· 4-Wire 

· 4-Wire Non-Loaded 

· Intra-Building (IBC) and Campus Wire Sub-Loops are not available for reservation.

· Only spare facilities are available for reservation.  A maximum of 20% of spare facilities may be reserved.  You will be notified in your FCP feasibility quote if your requested number of Sub-Loop reservations is available.

· If the requested number of Sub-Loops is unavailable, the available amount, if any are automatically reserved.  If you do not want the available amount, you may cancel the reservation request. If you wish to cancel the request, resubmit the FCP Request Application Order Form with a note indicating the cancellation via email to rfsmet@centurylink.com.    Send a copy to your CenturyLink Wholesale Collocation Manager.  If you do not have access to email, contact your CenturyLink Wholesale Collocation Manager to make other arrangements.  You can obtain a copy of the FCP Request Application form from the FCP web page at http://www.centurylink.com/wholesale/pcat/fcp.html.

· . If you want to proceed with what is available, no action will be required.

· You may not reserve facilities already in use. It is recommended that you use one of the CenturyLink Loop Qualification tools to obtain facility information and determine whether facilities exist and are compatible with the service you want to provide. Pricing

You will be assessed a nonrecurring charge for costs incurred to reserve the Sub-Loop and systems work.  The Billing and Receivable Tracking (BART) System bills the nonrecurring charges.  Information about BART can be found at http://www.centurylink.com/wholesale/clecs/bart.html.  
· Sub-Loop Recurring charge – A recurring charge for the Sub-Loop element that you want to reserve while the FCP is being constructed.

· Reservation Nonrecurring Charge – This is to recover the cost of CenturyLink to set up the reservation for the Sub-Loop.

Ordering
To reserve Sub-Loop elements, you must fill out the Sub-Loop Reservation section on the FCP Request Application Form and indicate that you wish to reserve Sub-Loops.  You are required to enter the following information on the form:

· The address of the FDI/SAI where you will be reserving the Sub-Loop elements.

· For UDL, the number of terminations and the addresses for each end-user.

· For UFL, the number of spare DS1 terminations you want reserved.

· If you request reservation of 2-Wire or 4-Wire Non-Loaded UDL and the facilities require conditioning, you will need to approve conditioning on the FCP Request Application Form.

The facilities will be reserved for 30 days after you receive the Preliminary Alternate Point of Termination (APOT) and 15 days after you receive the Final APOT.
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
